In addition to
being a frequent speaker and preacher in churches and seminaries around the country,
Cynthia is an associate editor for Brill's Journal of Reformed Theology, the co-chair of the
“Reformed Theology and History” group of the American Academy of Religion and a general
editor of a nine-volume commentary lectionary series titled “*Connections” (WJK).Cynthia has
served on a number of denominational committees, including the Trinity Taskforce and the
Special Committee on Preparation for Ministry Process. She and her husband Bill are the parents
of a Xander (13) and Jessica (11).
